Drinking water in Johannesburg and Tshwane is
polluted with microplastics, a new study has found.

Substantial amounts of microplastics — bits of
plastics less that Smm in size — were found in the
tap water in both cities, as well as in rivers in
Gauteng and in borehole water in the North West
province.

But while the people of Johannesburg and
Tshwane have been drinking microplastics in their
tap water, the health effects are unknown.
